LEGENDARY PRINCE pressed the pace outside MIAMI CROCKETT from the start, stayed on task through mid stretch and wore that rival down, and drew
clear late. MIAMI CROCKETT vied early between rivals, moved inside dueling with LEGENDARY PRINCE around the turn, fought on gamely through upper
stretch, and yielded grudgingly. REMASTER (IRE) raced between horses around the turn in easy striking range, and lacked the needed closing bid.
SURPRISE FACTOR swung four wide approaching the stretch, and rallied mildly. JADES GELLY was no factor three wide. FACTORINO vied briefly inside
MIAMI CROCKETT and LEGENDARY PRINCE, eased back a bit and followed close behind on the rail to the end of the turn, and faded in the lane.
MASTERDAY was in range three wide heading into the turn, but tired after three-eighths of a mile. PUBLIC SAFETY was slow to get going, and trailed

throughout.
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
