Footnotes

TIME FOR TROUBLE was unhurried at the back early, advanced after six furlongs moving off the rail to the two-path, went out further through the furlong
grounds, and kicked in to overhaul VIOLENT FIGHT from outside in the last strides. VIOLENT FIGHT saved ground in easy striking range to the far turn,
shifted outside EXTRA EXTRA a quarter-mile out, got past that one to reach the front in deep stretch but was nipped at the wire. EXTRA EXTRA cleared to
the early lead, rated along through an even pace, dug in through mid stretch on the fence, and was overtaken late. POLICY OPTION brushed the right side
of the gate and was slow to begin, raced well back to the stretch, and was going well in the two-path through deep stretch. BAHAMIAN PARK bumped and
brushed with MR TITO'S at the start, saved ground on the turns, moved out through the furlong grounds brushing into DUCHOSSOIS, and lacked the
needed final response. | AINT TELLIN broke slowly and was far back early, and gained belatedly on the rail. DUCHOSSOIS advanced three wide through
the middle stages, brushed with BAHAMIAN PARK through mid stretch, and weakened. ATAKAN was forwardly placed early four wide, and tired after six
furlongs. MR TITO'S bumped and brushed with BAHAMIAN PARK after the start, and was never prominent. BAD BOY E. J. was no factor through a
four-wide trip. STILL SCHEMIN tracked outside the leaders to the far turn, and retreated. MASPERO tired two wide soon after going a half-mile.
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
