WILLY BOI received a bump from an outer rival at the start, recovered to duel for the lead inside of a trio of foes, shook clear from those rivals while in hand
approaching the five sixteenths pole, was roused straightening into the lane as PROUD CONTENDER pursued, came under right handed driving pressure
passing the sixteenth pole as that foe inched closer, but safely held at the wire. PROUD CONTENDER stalked the quartet of duelers from along the inside
down the backstretch, progressed along the rail in the early half of the turn, shifted off of it at the five sixteenths pole to take aim on the clear leader, then
sustained a grinding bid through the lane under left handed pressure, but lugged in greenly approaching the wire causing the rider to give steadying
correction, and failed to reach the leader. THE RED MAN broke inwards and bumped the eventual winner at the start, dueled for the lead three wide and
between horses early on, but failed to keep pace passing the three furlong pole, sustained chasing position turning for home, then held show through the
lane. HAPPY CHAMP lied far off of the pace two wide around the turn, and stayed on through the lane for a minor share without threatening. SIGILOSO
was off a bit slowly without incident, was urged along while off of the pace, took the turn in the five path, and failed to factor. CAPTAIN shied from an outer
foe at the start, then saved ground far off of the pace, but to no avail. TALEOFTWOBROTHERS dueled for the lead four wide, but weakened at the three
furlong pole, and was done early. BELLA FUTURE dueled for the lead three wide and between horses, but failed to keep pace with the eventual winner
approaching the five sixteenths pole, and weakened thereafter.
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
